Clark students will be participating in our annual READ-A-THON from 10/7 through 11/3. READ-A-THON is one of our 
biggest PTA fundraisers of the year. One of the best advantages of READ-A-THON is it allows all money collected to 
stay at Clark! It also provides a great tax deduction incentive for donors.

IMPORTANT DATES 
Week 1 – 10/7-10/13, turn in minutes on 10/14 
**Students who read & turn in 100 minutes by 10/14 will 
receive a free book valued up to $10 at the book fair! 

Week 2 – 10/14 – 10/20, turn in minutes on 10/21 
Week 3 – 10/21 – 10/27, turn in minutes on 10/28 
Week 4 – 10/28 – 11/3, turn in minutes on 11/4 
All fundraising money is due to PTA by 11/8.

Clark READ-A-THON has its own web page! 
Students are encouraged to create a personal fundraising web page that allows them to email a link to potential 
donors and accepts both PayPal & credit card donations. It also enables you to SHARE via social media as desired!

Two ways to encourage donations 

1. A person can donate a flat amount. 
2. A person can pledge an amount for minutes read to encourage the student to reach their reading goal. For 

example, if a student reads 400 minutes during READ-A-THON and a pledge is made for 5 cents per minute, 
the person would owe .05 x 400 = $20.

Donations to the Clark PTA are necessary to fund key curriculum-related initiatives and improve every student’s 
educational experience. The Clark PTA is committed to bringing fun, exciting, and high-quality educational programs 
and opportunities to our school.
